The minutes of the February 13, 2007 meeting were reviewed.  The motion to approve was made by Director Mize, seconded by Director Schneidau, approved unanimously.
A motion was made by Director Mize, to approve the check register and ratify expenditures, seconded by Director Keyser, approved unanimously.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTORS REPORT

Staff welcomed the new board members, and informed them of the 14-day time frame in which, the City of Houston must receive the Disclosure Form
Staff informed the Board of an invitation from Scenic Houston, to their ribbon cutting ceremony for the historical markers along Texas Ave., on April 2, 2007
The Board was provided copies of the summary of the surveys from the Downtown Town Hall meeting held on March 6, 2007.
Staff provided copies of the HDMD proposed improvements for the Historic District.
The Board was also given a copy of the Houston Chronicle article by Dave Kaplin, detailing the happenings in the Downtown area.
Ms. Rivers informed the Board of an application submitted by the City of Houston Parking Management Division for assistance with hardwiring meters within the TIRZ. This item is pending due to bond application issues and will be presented to the board after its resolution.

Chairperson Boesel discussed the 90 day HPD pilot program in the Historic District.  Lt. Bennett & Denise Woods, explained in more detail the 90 day plan and how the MSRA funds would be used.  After much discussion, it was decided to allow staff, HDMD & HPD the opportunity to bring the proposal back at the April Board meeting.

Chairperson Boesel recalled history of park and the need for renovation.  Eugene Lee explained that PPS are not architects, but are more space oriented.  Questions arose regarding travel expenses for PPS.  Staff will answer questions and bring proposal back at the April Board meeting.
